1. Performing

· Make sure you have organised instrument or singing lessons for September onwards. If you want lessons in school, please collect a letter from the Finance Office. The deadline for paying for school lessons is Friday 18th September.

· Keep up your instrument practice in the holidays by doing 3 or more half hour practice sessions per week.

2. Composing and Listening

a. Get ideas for composing music by listening to lots of music in DIFFERENT styles by getting to know 2 new pieces of music per week.

b. Getting to know music means hearing it at least 3 times.

c. Create a melody / chord pattern or rhythm for your instrument / voice and try to write it down or record it.

Key Terms 

…Freeze Frame…
Also known as Tableau or Still Image… This is like a photograph. It should tell a story without any speech or movement, it must be completely still.

…Marking the Moment…
You will highlight the important and most significant points within the performance. This allows the audience to digest the important elements of the performance whilst making it painfully clear that this is what you want the audience to take notice of and remember. This could be done by using lighting, music, freeze frames, monologues, etc at all of the important points.

…Cross Cutting…
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This is like a tennis match of dialogue. As one group on stage talk the other freeze, then when the frozen group begins speaking the other group freeze. This would be passed back and forth a number of times. This allows the audience an opportunity to listen to all the dialogue and to take it all in without any distractions. This can also make a performance more concise and allow the pace to remain steady and consistent. 
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…Split Screening… 
Imagine there has been a line drawn down the middle of the stage and on each side of the stage there is a different setting. Remember “Breezeblock Park” by Willy Russell was the example I gave for this saying that split screening would be used because on each side of there would be a different flat on a council estate, allowing you as the audience to see two settings at once. They would also freeze or blackout one side of the stage as the other side is in action, this would allow the audience to take it all on board.

…Thought Tracking…
Also sometimes referred to as Stepping Out. This is a private conversation with the audience. You would step forward and tell the audience how your character is feeling or more about their involvement in the situation in hand.
…Monologue…
This is an extended piece of speech with the audience, where you would perform by yourself for the entire duration of the speech. This speech will share with the audience your character’s feelings and their involvement in the situation but this would be very detailed in comparison to thought tracking.

…Role Play…
Instead of being given a theme for a performance with the task of bringing it to life using the most appropriate and convenient characters, you would then reverse this way of working. For role play you would each take on a character which doesn’t necessarily relate to any of the others. You would then have to fit them into a situation and make the play a success by these characters working well together to create a well considered performance. You must use very developed chararcterisation to make this work effectively.
…Climax/ Anti- climax…
This is when the tension builds and releases throughout a performance. Think of a verbal argument being built up then perhaps someone strikes the person they are arguing with therefore provoking a shocked anti climax.



…Status…
Who is more important? This could be shown through the use of levels, etc. It’s like a hierarchy. Here is an example of a hierarchy in a school:

…Symbolism…
This means something which represents something else. Here are some examples:



RED… Anger/ Love

Green… Envy

Blue… Sad/ upset

Black… Mourning

Yellow… Happy

A wedding ring… Marriage

A rope… Harbour

A tree… Forest

A computer… Office

Think about music:

A piece of music with a lot of drums which sounds very heavy and aggressive like a Rock or Heavy Metal song could be classed as perhaps… ANGER/ RAGE.
A piece of pop music which is of a fast pace and up lifting by energising it’s listeners would therefore perhaps be classed as… HAPPY/ EXCITEMENT.
