Dear Parent / Carer

I am pleased to report that the school has just been redesignated as a Specialist Technology and

Arts College for the next three years. This follows our successtul OfSTED inspection in the summer,
and will provide additional funding. We are also recognised as a High Performing Specialist School,
for the third consecutive year, and this award is based upon high academic standards and achievements,

The school building has been upgraded during the last few months with significant adaptations to
improve accessibility and safety. We are in the process of installing four new mobile classrooms
which will provide much needed additional teaching space as the school roll has grown steadily over
recent years, especially in the sixth form.

The academic vear is now well underway and the new Year 9 students have settled very quickly
into school routines. They are no longer required to sit Key Stage 3 SATs, but we will continue to
assess against national levels and will report to parents through teacher assessments at the end of
the year. Key Stage 4 students have sat GCSE modules for some subjects already this term and
Year 11 students all sat GCSE English last month. Results are published in late January 2009 and
we look forward to these with high expectations.
